G.S.R.709(F)— In exercise of the powers conferred by ciause (b) of sub-

section (2) of section 38A, read with sub-section (3) of section 10B of the
Company Secretaries Act, 1980 (56 of 1980), the Central Government hereby

makes the following rules namely: -

1.  Short title and comrgncement:- (1)  These Rules may be called

the Company Secretaries {Election Tribunal) Rutes, 2006.

{2) They shall come into force on the date of their publication in the Officiel

Gazette.

2. Defaitions:- In these Rules, unless the context otherwise reguires, -

"Act" means the Company Secretaries Act, 1980;

(n)  “aggrieved person” means a person who contested that election
to the Council to which the dispute pertains;

(o)  “dispute” means a dispute raised by an aggrieved person arising
out of the election to the Council of the Institute;

{p) “election” means election to the Council held under sub-section
(2} of section 9 of the Act;

(q) “legal practitioner” means a person registered with Bar Council of
India or any of the Staté Bar Councils and is eligible to appear
before a Court of law;

(r “Tribunal” méans_ the Tribunal formed under sub-section (1) of
section 1 of the Act.

3. Constitution of Tribunal:- (1) The Central Government shali establish

a Tribunal by notification in official gazette, in accordance with the provisions of -
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{3) The Central Government may remove a person from the post of Chairperson or Member, if— -
{a) he has become physically or mentally incapable of acting as the Chairperson or a Member, as (he case may
be;
(b) he has not attended three conseculive meelings of the Board, withoul leave ol absence;
{¢} he, being the Chairperson, has not called a mecting of the Board for more than six months;
(d) he, in the opinion of the Central Government, is unable to discharge his function or perform his duties; or
(e) he has been held guilly by any civil or criminal court for an oflence which is punishable with imprisonment
[or a lerm exceeding six months.
(4} A casual vacancy in the Board shall be filled by the Central Governmenl, [rom out of the category in which such
vacancy occurs.
11. Residuary provision.— Maiters relating to the terms and condilions of services and allowances of the
Chairperson and other members of the Board, the place of meelings and the procedure to be adopled in meetings of the

Board, with respect to which no express provisions has been made in these rules shall be referred in cach case (o the Central
Governmenl for its decision and the decision ol the Central Government thereon shall be binding on the Board, the

Chairperson and other members.
