(@) & (b) Draft rules on Corporate Social Responsibility (CSR) have been put up on the website
of Ministry of Corporate Affairs for public comments and also widely discussed with all the
stakeholders including CIl & FICCI. Comments received including suggestions to include
specific activities within the purview of CSR would be taken into account while finalizing the
rules.

(c) & (d) Section 135 of the Companies Act 2013, requires implementation of CSR policy in the

manner laid down therein for companies having net worth of Rs. 500 crores or more or turnover

of Rs.1000 crores or more or net profit of Rs. 5 crores or more during any financial year.
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
