(a) & (b) The Competition (Amendment) Bill, 2012 introduced in the Lok Sabha, 

inter-alia, proposes inter-alia, to enable Competition Commission of India (CCI) in the 

said manner. The Bill is presently under consideration of the Parliamentary Standing 

Committee on Finance. 

 

(c) & (d) Upto 25.11.2013, the Commission has imposed penalty of Rs. 8024.18 

crore on 154 parties in various cases out of which an amount of Rs. 19.37 crore has 

been recovered and deposited in Government Account from 58 parties.  
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
