Subject : ‘Vayoshreshtha Sammans’—A Scheme of National Award for Senior Citizens

No. 15-39(30)/09-10-AG I1.—Whereas in 1992, the United Nations General Assembly
adopted a resolution to observe the year 1999 as the International Year of Older Persons
and to, promote the theme, ‘a society for all ages’, the International Day of Older

- Persons (IDOP) is observed every year, worldwide, on 1% October. This day provides an
opportunity to acknowledge the contribution, wisdom, dignity, and needs of our senior
citizens and to rededicate our efforts to ensure their well-being.

And whereas, the Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment, as the Nodal Ministry for
the cause of elderly, celebrates Intemational Day of Older Persons every year on 1%
October. Taking this as an opportune moment to promote the concept of active and

- productive ageing, it was decided in the year 2005 to confer Vayoshreshtha Sammans to
eminent senior citizens and institutions in recognition for their service towards the elderly
persons, especially indigent senior citizens

Now, therefore, In order to recognize the efforts made by eminent senior citizens and
Institutions involved in rendering distinguished services for the cause of elderly persons,
especially indigent senior citizens, the Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment
(Department of Social Justice and Empowerment) hereby announce the following
Scheme for conferring National Awards on eminent Senior Citizens and Institutions,
namely:-

1. Short title: This Scheme may be called the Scheme of National Award for Senior
citizens.
2. Application: This Scheme shall be appiicable to institutions and individuals who

have rendered distinguished services for the cause of elderly persons, especially
indigent senior citizens.

3. Objectives

A. In the last decade the subject of Ageing and related issues has gainéd utmost
importance and focused attention. ‘Vayoshrestha Sammans’ — A Scheme of National
Awards for Senior Citizens shall showcase the Government’s concemn for senior citizens
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and its commitment towards senior citizens with the aim of strengthening their legitimate

place in the society. It will also provide an opportunity to the younger generations to
understand the contribution of the elderly in building of the society and the nation.

B. ‘Vayoshreshtha Sammans” would be conferred on eminent senior citizens and
Institutions involved in rendering distinguished services for the cause of elderly persons,
especially indigent senior citizens. The recipients would be drawn from diverse fields and
nominations would be invited from Governmental and non governmental agencies. The
Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment (herein after referred to as “the Ministry”)
would invite nominations from the State Governments, Union Territory Administrations,
concerned Central Ministries, reputed Non Government Organisations working for the
cause of elderly, members of National Council of Senior Citizens (NCSrC) and renowned
Business associations like Federation of Indian Chambers of Commerce and Industry,
Confederation of Indian Industry, Associated Chamber of Commerce and Industry,
Confederation of Indian Industry etc.

4. Description

(1)  Vayoshrestha Sammans shall be conferred every year in thirteen categories. The
recipients of the Sammans shall be declared every year on the 1% September and will be
conferred on the 1% October on the occasion of International Day of Older Persons
(IDOP). The Award in each category shall carry a Citation, a Plaque and also cash award
in some of the categories as decided from time to time. The award would be given to
eminent or outstanding Institutions or organisations and individuals from any part of the
country. -

Explanation: For the purposes of this sub-paragraph the expression “prescribed authority”
means the authority mentioned in paragraph 6.

5. Eligibility Criteria for Nomination

(1) The Sammans are open to all Indian Institutions, organisations and individuals
without any distinction or discrimination on grounds of race, sex, caste or creed.

(2)  To be eligible for the Sammans, it would ordinarily be necessary that the nominee
is recommended in writing by an agency or individual mentioned in Section 5. However,
in exceptional cases, the Selection Committee may also, suo moto, recommend a person
or institution for the award, with justification.

(3)  Self nominations for the Sammans shall not be considered by the Screening
Committee and the Selection Committee.

(4)  The eligibility criteria for each of the Category of Awards shall be as follows:

A. Best Institution for Research and dissemination of Knowledge in the

field of Ageina.-

(1) The award shall be given to the institutions which are generating and spreading
knowledge in the field of ageing. -

(2) To claim the award the award the following requirements shall be fulfilled, namely:-

(a) The Institution or Organisation should be a registered body and should have

minimum five years of experience in the field of ageing and related issues;

(4) The TA/ DA admissibility of the awardees and one companion shall be equivalent to
that of Joint Secretary to the Government of India.

(5) Before the announcement of the Award, the concurrence of the prospective
awardees or institutions would be suitably ascertained.
