(@) and (b): There is no official report on world ranking for the number of start-ups in the country.

There is no estimate of investment in Start-ups.

(c) An action plan for start-ups has been released by the Prime Minister on 16" January, 2016.
The Action Plan includes, inter-alia : (i) Simplification and Handholding; (ii) Funding Support and
Incentives; and (iii) Industry-Academia Partnership and Incubation. The details of the Action
