 (a): The Ministry Corporate Affairs has notified Companies (Corporate Social Responsibility 

Policy) Rules, 2014, which prescribe the manner in which companies can implement their 

Corporate Social Responsibilities (CSR) policies including activities to be undertaken. Under the 

provisions of the Companies Act, 2013, and rules made there- under, the decision to allocate CSR 

funds across various eligible CSR activities is taken by the Board of the company.  

(b): Sub rule (7) of rule 4 of Companies (Corporate Social Responsibility Policy) Rules, 2014 

reads “Contribution of any amount directly or indirectly to any political party under section 182 

of the Act, shall not be considered as CSR activity”.
