(a): GST rate for dairy products (Milk and Indigenous Milk Products) like Curd, Lassi, Butter 

Milk, Cheena or Paneer (other than put in unit container and bearing a registered brand name) 

is 0%. All other dairy products have been placed from 5 to 12% GST rate except ice-creams, 

which has been placed at 18% GST rate. Further, the taxation on Dairy Equipment, the Dairy 

Equipment have been placed from 12 to 28% GST rate.
